On November  17 th ,  Dave Kingstone hosted a Corsa Committee / Track Meeting. This meeting was to plan for the 2010 

track season. We now have eight firm track dates for 2010. Three of these dates are at Pacific Raceways and five at 

Bremerton. It was decided that the competition committee required a Corsa Administrator to take care of registration, and 

all the other things that are repetitive that make track events happen. We will have to create a job description for this 

person. Kathleen Boutiette has volunteered to do this task.  

It is the intent of the Corsa Committee to have a track Master at each event, it will not necessarily be the same person.  

Additionally, the goal is to have a track assistant signed up for each event.  Hopefully this will happen by the end of the 

year.  

It was decided to dispose of our timing gear as we do not use it and, have no intention of using it. This equipment was 

purchased for the National Convention which we hoisted.  

Joe Faherty has volunteered to store our track trailer, along with inventorying its contents, so we will be ready for next 

year. (Heôs also still the owner of Turn Worker volunteers for another year.)  Dave Kingstone will submit a Corsa budget to 

the Club Board for approval.  

As you may know 2010 is the 100 th  anniversary of our Marque.  To celebrate this event 

and to encourage more Alfas on the track it was decided that we would lower the track fee 

to $100 for NWARC club members who drive their Alfa at the track event. It is a lot of 

work to put on a track event, so we would like to see more Alfaôs on the track this year. 

Our income from track events is the only club revenue, but the reason we have track days 

is for Alfa Driving.  

Many other items were discussed at the meeting, for those on the Corsa Committee who 

were unable to attend the meeting, please contact other committee members for details.  I 

have worked corners at the track for the past seven years, but this was my first Corsa 

meeting. I could not help but be impressed by the knowledge and professionalism of the 

group as they went through the track agenda items.
