 Trivia Answer from December!        

Who were the driver and navigator that won the 1935 Mille Miglia?  

Carlo Pintacuda drove the Alfa Romeo P3 BiPosto as Marquis Della Stuffa  crowded in 

next to him as navigator / mechanic.  Pintacuda was chosen both for his driving skill but 

also because he and Stuffa were small enough to fit the narrow configuration. Maserati had 

converted a Type 34 Grand Prix car to a two seat 

car for use in the Mille, so Scuderia Ferrari coun-

tered by converting one of the 255HP, 2905 cc, 

supercharged Alfa P3 from a single seater 

(MonoPosto) to two seater (BiPosto) to facilitate 

the use in road races.  There is a replica built in 

Europe, but the actual, history making car be-

longs to our local car collector Greg Whitten.  

 

The 1935 Mille Miglia started with Varzi driving 

the Maserati Type 34 car.  Varzi was in second place with Pintacuda 18 seconds behind in 

third place by the time they reached Bologna.  Then on the way to Florence, Varzi had oil 

pickup problems and slowed. The rain fell hard as the race continued heading south out of 

the mountains.  As the cars made it to Rome, Pintacuda had taken the lead by 17 minutes 

over second place.  Rumor was that it would have been more of a lead but he had been 

warned by the team in Siena, to slow it down.  

  

From Rome, they headed to the Adriatic coast and then raced northward.  The rain contin-

ued while Pintacuda led the Mille Miglia at a new record pace.  The story is that with a 

commanding lead he wasnôt even driving near the P3ôs limit.  They rolled into Brescia and 

crossed the finish line for the win, 3 minutes faster than the previous yearôs record speed.   

Incidentally, I met an Argentinean who lives near, and knows, Pintacudaôs daughter.  He 

tells me that she is proud of her fatherôs race history and the large Mille Miglia trophy cup 

is displayed in her homeé holding dried flowers.     Fred R

Try this fun option for a tasty Italian meal.  

1 tablespoon olive oil  

3 garlic cloves, chopped  

1 small onion, finely chopped  

1 lb. ground lamb  

1 cup dry red wine  

1 14 oz. can Italian tomatoes, chopped with sauce  

2 teaspoons chopped fresh rosemary  

2 tablespoons finely chopped fresh parsley  

1 cup hot water  

3/4 teaspoon salt  

1/4 teaspoon pepper  

1 lb. Fusilli  

 

In a large heavy saucepan, heat olive oil over medium heat. Add garlic and onion 

and cook, stirring, 3 to 4 minutes, or until soft and translucent. Add ground lamb 

to pan cook 3 to 4 minutes, stirring, until lamb loses its pinkness. Add wine, raise 

heat to high, and cook, stirring occasionally, 2 minutes.  Add tomatoes, rose-

mary, parsley, and hot water. Cook, partially covered, over medium ï low heat, 

stirring occasionally, 25 to 30 minutes, or until sauce is thick. Season with salt 

and pepper.  

When sauce is almost ready, cook fusilli in a large pot of boiling salted water until 

tender but still firm, 10 to 12 minutes, Use large slotted spoon or strainer to lift 

fusilli out of the boiling water and place into the sauce and toss. Let the fusilli sit 

2 to 3 minutes in the sauce to absorb flavor before serving.
