Except for a larger compressor wheel on the turbo, engine

changes are aimed at reliability and reducing head gasket

leakage.

The stainless is stiffer than alu-
minum and will help support the gasket surface. To make the most of the design the

sleeves were offset so  no material was removed from the bottom of the port. The sleeve
will also work as an insulator, reducing the temperature of the aluminum, increasing its

working strength.

Last year's experience with rapid chain wear prompted several changes to reduce the
maximum chain loads. Guides have been made for the long unsupported run from the ex-
haust cam to the intermediate sprocket, across the top from cam to cam, and for the lower
chain. | couldn't find a good way to mount a guide on the slack side leading to the ad-

juster, so the roller has been retained, but the adjustment is now made with a screw.

Since the aluminum block and head expand more than the chain, the chain should have
some slack when assembled on the stand, determining the correct amount is the trick. |
