Call them 

what you want, but a poor ground will lead to an unwanted electrical problem. Check the ground straps for corrosion, being lo ose or frayed.  A good place 

to start is with your battery. You can purchase a battery post and terminal - cleaning tool for fewer than five dollars. You might  want to apply some dielectric 

compound to your battery posts and to the top of the terminals. Work your way forward checking the grounding straps. There no w t hat was a half -hour well 

spent!  

 

Now that your electrical system is in good shape you are ready for the New Years Day, Anti - football drive.  Check your INIEZIONE  for details. Right now it 

looks like I will miss the drive, unless I get my tranny back in the car. Cold weather and Christmas shopping have slowed pro gre ss.
