Chrysler / Fiat deal did finally closeé Sergio Marchionne was not only waving 
the starting flag at this yearôs 24 Hours of Le Mans, he also had his new CEO of 
Chrysler badge tucked into his pocket.  Now weôll get to see if his successful 

management style in Europe can be repeated on our shores.  His reputation for 
being a good listener, quick action, change oriented leader has helped hugely 
in Fiat plants.  His quick changes that brought about new efficiencies, fun cars, 
and resulted in Fiatôs sales increasing throughout Europe while sales of other 
cars slowed in this global recession.  One key question we all want to know is, 

what Alfas will be made or sold here?  A new Giuliaé the new Milano?  The 
MiTo?  Or will it be something scary like an Alfa Romeo SUV named the GTX?

A couple weeks ago, our national club President , Chip Denykoôs 1988 Alfa 
Romeo Milano Verde gave its own existence but saved Chipôs life. An elderly 
man in a 2008 Chrysler 300M blacked out while going 60+ MPH and rear -

ended Chipôs ó88 Milano as he was slowing to turn right. ñI was pushed across a 

major intersection, struck by the guy a second time and pushed up onto the 
curb and sidewalk.ò said Chip.  The car rolled onto the driverôs side and roof 
then into a concrete bus bench. This impact spun the car 180. The elderly 
driver continued down the road another mile, leaving Chip upside down but 

strapped in.  He crawled out the rear window and across the trunk lid to safety, 
only to see the rear of his car pushed clean to the rear wheels. The roof buck-
led but held fast, the frame was twisted but intact.  Chip was transported to a 
trauma center and after  scans and X - rays, was released with no apparent inju-
ries except some minor scrapes and bruises, a little glass in his head, and 

some neck and back pain. This makes twice that Milanos have saved Chipôs life!

Do it now and go to what should be a great event!             http://www.velocenelverde.org  

 

Getting to Portland???  If you are not part of the Pre Convention Tour (PCT) that AROO had createdé Consider instead, the GoHyde  Rene-

gade Tour .    Plans have been in the works for months and the final route is set for some NWARC folks and their out -of - town guests to car avan 

down from the Seattle area on Tuesday, July 14. Rumor has it that some Alfisti may take the same route Wednesday or later in the  week. Part of 

the planning objective was to try to meet Dave and Penny Rossmanôs Pre-Convention Tour (PCT) which departs from Portland Sunday morning 

and returns late Tuesday afternoon. The PCT will be spending Monday night in Packwood at the Cowlitz River Lodge. Tuesday the y w ill head into 

the Mt. St. Helens National Volcanic Monument to tour the Johnston Ridge Visitorsô Center and experience the volcano up close and personal. 

The Rossmans will then route people from St. Helens and follow the Cowlitz River to Longview and Oregon State Route 30 into P ort land, or alter-

natively directly down I -5 to the convention.  

The NWARC ñRenegade Tourò participants are meeting at whichever of two locations that are most convenient to the participant. The people 

meeting at Shariôs Restaurant in Renton, located just off I-405 at the Maple Valley Highway exit (#4) will depart Renton at appr oximately 8:30 

AM so we can arrive at the secondary meeting place in Enumclaw (Starbucks at the SR -410/SR/169 junction) a little after 9:00 AM.

Just goé See you in Portland!!!   by Fred Russell   



 

The newsletter of the Northwest Alfa Romeo Club   24 Hours of Le Mans                    Café Veloce Party Wrapup!   

Stragglers wandered in, sat down, ate, drank, and watched a number of hours of the 2009 24 Hours of 
Le Mans on a big screen TV.  The place was Café Veloce, who put on great food, wine tasting, and raffles 
for us.  The reason was to enjoy watching the Team Seattle Ferrari 430 GT running lap after lap around 
the 8.5 mile Le Mans race course.  Doc and Gloria Doolittle ran the local festivities which included nu-

merous phone calls from France. These interviews from trackside provide us details about the car, the 
drivers, the weather, and emotions from Le Mans.   

The Team Seattle drivers consisted of Don Kitch 
Jr., Patrick Dempsey, and Joe Foster each taking 

turns, or stints driving.  Consider that Don came 
down with a cold just prior to the race, and even 
had a coughing fit during one of his driving stints.  It 
takes a steady hand to have a coughing fit at over 
160 MPH and still drive perfectly.    

Additionally, our NWARC member, Dave King-
stone just returned from spending four days in 
France, attending the 2009, ñ24 Heures du Mansò 
and shares his feelings and words...  

This event assails the senses. Just the scale of the 
event and numbers in attendance are overwhelming.  With a crowd numbered at 235,000, the sights, 
sounds and even smells were unforgettable. With the sun beating down and temperatures somewhere 
above 80º F, the 77 th  running of race started swelteringly at 3.00 PM on Saturday afternoon.  

The diesel Peugeots immediately sprinted off into the lead, which they managed to maintain despite 

Audis best efforts. Both these diesels, while magnificent looking prototype sports cars disappoint aurally 
as they just seem to whistle by. Not so the gasoline fueled cars, especially the Corvettes and Astons, 
which were loud, raucous and very macho. This endurance race very quickly wears cars down. A beauti-
ful black Lamborghini managed to last just the first lap. This was a 100% improvement on 2008ôs effort 
when the same car stalled on the start line.  By the end of the race more than 20 cars had retired from a 

starting line up of 55 cars.  Clearly, just finishing is a huge success.  

The big screen TVs and very enthusiastic French commentators mainly kept track of the progress of the 

óbig boyô Le Mans Prototypes, however my interest lay with the Team Seattle entry.  This car despite 
one, or two spins, stayed on the track and kept relentlessly clocking up the laps to raise money for 
both Childrenôs Hospital in Seattle and the French childrenôs heart treatment charity M®c®nat Chirurgie 
Cardiaque. When they crossed the finish line at 3:00 PM Sunday afternoon, they had completed 301 
laps and driven over 2500 miles, (4100 kilometers). This was a fantastic effort for Don, his fellow driv-
ers, and all the team at Advanced Engineering.  

The whole event, both the watching and the journey to and from Le Mans, were a great adventure, 
which I would highly recommend.  This is another event I can knock off my óBucket Listô. 

In the end, Team Seattle has done an outstanding job raising over $260,000 in this race, and over 

$3.3 million total in the many years theyôve been racing.  All people involved from the drivers, to ad-
vertisers, to volunteers, and those who donatedé great job helping benefit children and families.

McLaren M7D which either failed to qualify or finish any race that 
same season.   
The next year McLaren dropped the Alfa engine, but March tried 
using it with the same horrible record of 2 finishes for the season.
