Andrea Pininfarina dies in a crash on August 7th

Andrea Pininfarina, age 51, chairman of the historic chassis company
which bears his name, was killed in a traffic accident. He was killed
instantly after his Vespa scooter collided with a Ford Focus driven by
Giuliano Salmi, 78. Witnesses said Salmi had swerved to avoid a truck
unloading sand.

The accident took place just after 8 AM Thursday (August 7th), after
Pininfarina had left his home at Moncalieri, a wealthy hillside suburb on
the outskirts of Turin, for his office.

Ferrari chairman Luca Cordero di Montezemolo paid tribute to Pininfarina
and said:"l have lost a great friend and outstanding business partner.
Together we shared years of work and successes with the Ferrari cars he
designed. He was a man of great humanity and in this moment of deep
sorrow my heart goes out to his parents, his wife, children, brothers and
all his collaborators at Pininfarina."

Italian prime minister Silvio Berlusconi said: "ltaly has lost one of its
symbols of industry. He was part of a dynasty that made the phrase Made
in Iltaly known throughout thu v

e
Phil Hill passes away August 29th!
Phil Hill, a reserved Californian who became a gifted race -car driver and

the only U.S. -born driver to win the Formula One international auto -
racing championship, died Thursday. He was 81.

Hill won the Formula One title for Ferrari in 1961. He also was the first

American to win the 24 -hour endurance race at Le Mans, France -- arace
he would win twice again -- and he won the Sebring 12 -hour race three
times, among many other victories.

Dan Gurney, a of friend of Hill's, said Hill "had pride in his

accomplishments and abilities, but he didn't overwhelm you with it. He

also loved the history and the allure of the automobile."

Hill won his Formula One championship in the season's penultimate race

in Monza, ltaly. A race that also saw his teammate Von Trips die in a

crash that also killed 14 spectators. Despite driving with safety gear that

paled by today's standards, Hill never suffered a serious injury in his

career. He retired from driving in 1967 at 39. "l had an amazing amount

of luck to race for 22 years and not spill a drop of blood or have a broken

bone," Hill said. Then quipped: "Maybe | wasn't trying hard enough." 3

In 2006, the yellow Spider

managed a 217.152 mph average over two runs to claim the G/BGMS

(Blown Gas Modified Sports) record the team had been chasing since their

first trip to Bonneville in 1999. That also made the Richard Kreines -owned

Spider the fastest full  -bodied Alfa Romeo ever, beating the record

previously held by t hdfPrACaf184. Thisydamthey 6 s one
focus was on regaining the G/BFMS (Blown Fuel Modified Sports) record

Bonnie set in 2002 and then obliterated by a 221 mph Nissan in 2006.

The team hoped to achieve that goal last year, but had to cancel the trip

west at the last minute.

This year was a good yeatr, just not a great one. On the upside, rookie

driver Bob Bowers stoked the screaming yellow Spider to a sizzling

222.620 mph pass on August 22 to qualify for a record run the next day.

On the downside, the car could only muster a 217 mph on Saturday

morning and thus failed to regain the G/BFMS (Blown Fuel Modified
