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The 8c2300 Touring rolled out of the factory in 1932 (Chassis 
#2211088) and into the private collection of Andrea Mario Piaggio, 
famous for making airplanes and later, scooters.  He enjoyed the car and 
took great care of it until 1958, when it was donated to the Biscaretti 

Automobile Museum in Turin, Italy.  It stayed there until 1995 displayed 
without the body, showing the rolling chassis.  The car was then restored 
to original condition.  In 2004, Jon bought it and has driven it in a few 
road events like the Copperstate 1000 and the 2005 and 2008 8C tours.  
Itôs been shown at Meadow Brook and a few local NW events.     

In 1938, the 8c2900 Touring (Chassis #412035) was sold to Sig. 
Donegani, an engineer with the Montecatini Company and is believed to 

have kept it in Switzerland during the war, trading hands two more times 
before being sold to Frank Griswold of Pennsylvania in 1948.  Frank 
entered it in the first Watkins Glen Grand Prix, which he won.  It was then 
painted red before being sold to David Park from Philadelphia.  He resold 
it in 1956 for $1,300.  It changed hands a couple more times until David 
Cohen bought it in 1980.  He restored it and repainted it to the original 

blue.  Jon acquired the car just prior to our 2005 Potlatch event.  Jonôs 
restoration efforts lead to the won Best of Show at Pebble Beach this 
year.  

Jonôs Alfa Romeo P3 is arguably the most desired P3 in history.  Not only 

did Tazio Nuvolari drive it, but he drove it on what many feel was his best 
race ever, in what may have been one of the best races in the 114 years 
of car racing.  The Alfa P3s had dominated the racing circuits for a few 

years as the fastest cars with the best drivers.  The 1934 and 1935 
seasons would prove differently.  The P3s technology was no longer the 
state of the art or the fastest.  Auto Union and Mercedes both showed 
domination in almost every race that year.  As the race came to Germany, 
their home soil, Nuvolari wanted to prove his driving talents despite 
having the slower Italian car.  Though out powered by the German cars, 
Nuvolari drove the Alfa P3 to itôs limits, staying within striking distance of 

the leaders at almost all times.  Though he suffered fueling troubles which 
slowed his pit stops, his driving made it an exciting race from the start.  
Since the car was very good, and Nuvolariôs driving even better, he was 
able to take advantage of the leaderôs worn tires on the very last lap of 
the race.  He made the pass, no mistakes, and held 1st place across the 
finish line.  Nuvolari made the difference, but the car, built by Scuderia 

Ferrari, did a fantastic job.   Jon Shirley is a bit too young to have been 
able to see this race, but thanks to his passion for Ferrari and Alfa history, 
and his fabulous collection, we can all feel a piece of the excitement.   Not 
bad for a guy whoôs first car was a Sunbeam Alpine.

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Wondering where the Alfa content is?   It is quite simple.  I have plenty of 
slides, and film with great Alfa Romeo pictures that I want good digital 
files for.  I will wager that many of you do as well.  Though there are a 
few options out there to convert them, my preference is to buy a Nikon 

Scanner (CoolScan 5000 or 9000) that can do a great job of converting 
film to digital.  To improve on this plan, I wondered if any others in the 
club want to share the idea.  My suggestion would be if two or three 

others can see a need, we can partner on the purchase, and share the 
scanner.  Others who donôt want to buy in could just pay a small amount 
towards the scanner / efforts and get their favorite images scanned.   

In general, both will full color scan your film negatives, or slides, and give 

you the equivalent image resolution of todayôs 10MP cameras.  

Key differences between the two scanners?  The 5000 handles 35MM film 
and costs less than half of the 9000 model, but the 9000 handles 35 mm 
as well as larger format film like the old 120 or 4x5 and 6x7 film.  The 
latter  is great for the old family shots youôve almost forgotten.

Scanning (2,4,8,16X) for increased detail.  High -speed USB 2.0 interface.  

The major additional  features for the Nikon CoolScan 9000 are:  4000 

dpi true optical resolution for all film formats. High -speed scanning 
(35mm slide film: 40 sec., 6x9: 185 sec. full resolution scan time). Low -
noise 3 line mono -chrome CCD doubles the scanning speed. Exclusive rod 

dispersion LED illumination for accurate color consistently. Multi - format 
for 16mm, 35mm up to 6x9 film, and slide glass, Electron microscope 
film. Digital ICE4 AdvancedÊ with Digital ICE ProfessionalÊ for image 
restoration/adjustment (compatible with KODACHROME film in most 
scenes). IEEE1394 computer interface (interface card included for Mac® 
OS & Windows®)
